Welcome

EW welcomed everyone and introduced the Lower Green Community Association Trustees and the coordinator.

The Lower Green Community Association (LGCA)

Apologies were received from Dave Short, Chair of the LGCA.  Jenny French, Secretary, explained the background and the return of the association to its charitable objectives of supporting the community.  Several groups now met at the Community Centre - Happy Days Parent & Toddler; Silver & Gold Club for older people; Play Rangers.  Cara & Stuart had secured Youth Opportunity Funding to run activities, mostly off site, facilitated by Love of Learning.  The Sports and Social Club and Lower Green Football Club were there some evenings and at the weekends.

The trustees had succeeded in finding funding for repairs and maintenance for the building which was now available for rent at very reasonable prices.  Further refurbishments were planned. Each member introduced themselves and explained their work in Lower Green/Elmbridge.  This was followed by a coffee session for people to make contact for future partnership working.

ESF contract

The Community Grant (European Social Fund) Contract has awarded funds for skills and learning in the community as well as financing a co-ordinator for community engagement.  In the last days this post has become vacant again and we are looking to fill the vacancy.

IT classes and ESOL (non ESF) classes were already running and plans for a First Aid course and committee skills training were under discussion.  Future classes will include key skills such as numeracy/literacy and an exercise class.  

LGCA were keen to know what other classes could be provided.  It was stressed that all providers would have to pay hall hire charges as this was the sole income to pay for heating, cleaning and other overheads.

Information and actions resulting from the meeting 

· All parties were happy for their email contacts to be given in the minutes for further engagement.

· Gillian Freeman - Cranmere Primary School has two rooms available for learning

· Love of Learning has a “Looking good, Feeling good” class in Cobham but all invited

· Pre School Learning Alliance has a cooking course on Mondays for parents and pre-school children. Hall hire to be funded by Burhill Children’s Centre.

· Elmbridge Play Rangers meet Wednesdays afternoons funded by Big Lottery monies until April 2011+
· Claire Green has organised half term cookery workshop and basketball skills session. The outcome of a bid for funding two 10 week after school multi-sport sessions for 12-16 year olds is awaited.

· Katie Mills (Surrey County Council) – each elected member has a £8,250 allocation to award in grants, plus there is £35,000 capital funding which can be applied for.
· Gary Johnson demonstrated Planet K’nex, a building project for Key stage 2 using the K’nex system to make rockets/cars etc.  Suits age up to 16

· Carol Bates, Brooklands also has ESOL classes in Cleves School and Kevin Hill’s department is financing NVQ training for Happy Days volunteers
