2.  WHAT IS PARTNERSHIP WORKING ACHIEVING?

· The CLP sub-group ‘Lifelong Learning  in North Guildford Group’ arranged for:
Spud & Yam to perform during Family Learning Month 2008, for over 30 families in North Guildford at Bellfields and Guildford Grove Children Centres.  Some families were represented by three generations.  The performers provided a unique Irish/Jamaican experience of storytelling and music.   Spud & Yam specialise in developing material which is both educational and entertaining. Stories were developed along with song, and parents were encouraged to continue this at home.
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Partnership working: Members of this group include  the local CDW, North Guildford and Guildford Grove Children Centres, the Confederation, Business Enterprise Gateway, SCC ACL and Family Learning, and the GCLP Comm. Learning Advisor.
·         Business Enterprise Gateway will be running weekly taster sessions at the two North Guildford Children Centres during May.  The aim is to encourage a group to embark on an Enterprise Journey; the short-term creation and running of a small business.  They are supported by a mentor and finish the project with all the skills needed to recreate the model again.
· The relatively new “Lifelong Learning in Ash and Tongham” group has grown from the successful partnership working between the CLP and the West Surrey Foundation; the local school confederation in which we achieved the following:

· Guildford CLP has been successful in obtaining an ESF Community Learning grant of £5175 from SCA for learning and training in Ash and Tongham.
· A new ICT course will be starting after Easter using some of this money at the WSF Adult Learning Centre next to Ash Library.  There are already other ICT accredited courses running at the centre, one for single parents

· A new Buddying Project in which adults reading is improved has just started.

Partnership working: Members of this group include  the Local Safety Wardens,  The Confederation, St Paul’s Tongham, Ash Manor, Home School Link Workers, Keyline Training, SCC Family Learning, and the GCLP Community Learning Advisor.

· A Frontline Workers Network is being provided by SLLP, and monthly training is being offered free of charge to people who work in communities.
