	DISCUSSION:
· The main focus of the this CLP meeting was to check what community and family learning was happening in Westborough, and try to provide  what was needed in a meaningful and sustainable manner.
· Current and recent delivery is listed below.
· Some ideas put forward are listed below.

· There is no purpose built venue where adult learning can take place.

· Possible venues for delivery include King’s College, The Spinney Children’s Centre, Park Barn Community Centre
· The old Pond Meadow buildings (at the back of King’s College) are now closed, and many at the meeting wished for it to be turned into a Learning Centre for Community and Youth; acting as Youth Club, Adult Learning Centre, Sixth Form for King’s College (whose sixth form has doubled this year), Library, etc

· Guildford College holds funding for First Steps and PCDL (Personal and Community Development Learning) (Tim Scott)
· SCC Adult Community Learning holds funding for First Steps and PCDL (Hind Rawaf), and Family Learning (Pat Evans)

· There are twelve laptops at The Spinney and King’s has an internet cafe.
· Since the meeting the CLP has been informed that the Surrey Strategic Partnership (SSP) has identified four high need areas of the county based on national, regional and local data sources, including Westborough in Guildford.  As part of its Priority Places Programme, the SSP’s Delivery Management Group intends to visit each of the priority places.  A date of Wednesday 28 April 2010 (4.00 p.m.) has been suggested.  The SSP will be expecting to see a strategy for Westborough.  The SSP, along with the Local Strategic Partnership has targets, and could perhaps encourage the direction of funding where there is justified need.
