Market Place update

Wendy Griffin – SCC Libraries

A public value review will be looking at the core service in libraries.  ‘Get on Line’ week went well with a special session for disabled learners which including a budding systems by volunteers.  A new campaign called First Click will begin 4 January.
19 Feb-12 March is the book festival and volunteers will be required.  The library is keen for people to know about the eBooks and aAudio services.
Elizabeth Whiddett – Surrey Lifelong Learning Partnership

SLLP in partnership with Brooklands has won a bid from BAA for Offender Learning skills.  EW has been working with Brooklands and the Cookie Factory.  Training is ongoing for a Traveller in Claygate and funding acquired for another Traveller in Addlestone – both are learning to read. SLLP has a laptop loan scheme and it is working with a ‘Learning’ Champion scheme in other parts of Surrey.  
Mary Herbert – Brooklands College

 Numeracy and Literacy classes are still free but ESOL is now fee based unless on certain benefits.  An Every Child Matters was delivered to the Sure Start Centre in Weybridge.  Train to Gain funding was used with the Cookies Factory but this has now stopped and funding will be diverted into apprenticeships.  New Deputy Principle Gail Walker will be in place soon. The College is working with Offenders through NACRO, a contract picked up after Creating Futures went out of business.  

Daryl House - Brooklands

Daryl has been working with the Walton Business Group and is keen to secure apprenticeship places.  There may be some Train to Gain funding left for those able to start straight away.

Pauline Guppy – Family Learning

The ESOL classes are unlikely to be repeated at Cranmere School and the Story Sacks event did not happen in Grovelands.  National Storytelling Week ‘Whose Afraid of the Big Bad Wold’ 29 January to 5 February.  Session will be for 3-5 5-7 7-11 year olds.  Teaching assistants in Epsom and Ewell are completing an accredited language course.
Action; A mother and toddler group has started in Thames View House as an outreach from the Children’s Centre.

Laura Tufnail – Community Development worker

Laura is working on the priority area of Elmbridge, Lower Green, Cobham Fairmile, Walton North, Ambleside, Molesey South and Lower Green.

Love of Learning will be working with Youth Development worker Cara Bennett to organise a street dance event for young people.  The area is also hoping to conduct a local survey to see what residents want and encourage use of the community hall.  Rachel Smart from Elmbridge Housing is working at the St John’s community House now that the STARS group, who previously ran the hall, has been disbanded.  Groveland Children’s Centre and the Church Army both run session for parents with young children here, the latter also has a youth group.  The Family Fun day attracted many people and  were asked what they wanted to do and LT and EW will be working with RS on follow-up activity.

Richard Haycock will be looking at MOSAIC system to find out about South Molesey.  EW asked about the Super Output maps and recent DWP data that identified need in the area which she forwarded LT promised to look at it.

In Field Common Estate people have to move out of their houses whilst work is being done on asbestos.  Not much is happening here and the only shop has now closed.   Ansell Hall has been specially opened for a group at risk of being excluded but perhaps it can be used for other sessions.

Walton Charity has five allotments sites and it is looking for ideas but at present it needs clearing.

Parents with children reaching the age of seven will soon have to change to job seeker benefits and expect to be looking for work.  Support may be needed here in the future,
