The new Walton library offered IT and ‘My Guide’ sessions including courses on email, web search etc.  They also had outreach projects planned.

The group discussed the availability of the meeting room and that the library had extensive materials for job seekers.  It was decided to investigate the area of job search as a one off pilot to include the many courses run by Brooklands, Enterprise gateway, who ere already working in libraries, JCP, perhaps CAB and other agencies who offered help to job seekers.
