Market Place update
Tony Woodward – Strode’s College
Tony reported increase in demand for adult Maths, English and Science GCSE.  BTEC in Care starting soon.  Strode’s will be a sub contractor for JCP’s Flexible new Deal by next month.  New lap tops have been acquired for use in Chertsey Children’s centre

Internet access via laptops may be provided for children with free school meals.  New Parent Support advisers (PSA) were in many schools, Home School Link workers also came under this name.  At present there is a youth strategy and a portal site is running to look at services wanted by young people.  More information was going to be available via the internet and it was important that children/parents were not excluded.

Consultation and bus review expected end October/ early November.  Next opportunity for member allocation’s bid was Feb 2010.  The next committee would be looking at education.

At present Sue is dealing with those that still need to find a school place.  Influx of children in Year 10/11 with no English Language skills had been reported and it was difficult to accommodate them during the GCSE years.  Jubilee High School was one school with such problems.  Some Polish Speaking Teaching assistants were now in place but that only addressed one need.

Chertsey St Anne’s – Sylvia Carter
In 2005 when the Two Ward Study began certain areas were identified by various statistics as needing some support.  Since then Egham Hythe has improved as a result of the building of better homes but Chertsey St Anne’s was still the lowest in the county for educational achievements.

The area is SOA 006D and included the area around  Pyrcroft Grange School, the Children Centre,  Gogmore Park and Floral House sheltered housing.  Many older people live in the area.  

Chertsey Library also in the area cannot be open at all times but it was holding Rhyme time sessions IT courses and will be running a children’s book festival in February.
The Youth centre is still not open due to building damage.  It has capacity for internet and also to run a cafe.  At present the Youth Service is recruiting a new youth worker
