Partners market Place
Sally Olszewski – Surrey EBP
Some of its programmes are likely to be cut and it is seeking corporate sponsorship for the next year.  More news will be available in June.

Anita Newman – Stanwell Fields Primary School and Spelthorne School Confed.
The budget will be prepared in March and cuts of between 2-5% are expected.  Talks will be held regarding the Confederation and some schools are considering the Academies route.
Anita commented on deprivation in Stanwell and highlighted that some children come to school without breakfast and that domestic violence was a problem.  Many had lost the idea that education s a key to getting out of the circle of poverty.
Lynn Harper – Connexions
The centre closed in October and the work in schools is now limited to those with statements.  Schools are able to buy into a package of support otherwise telephone support is available.  Spelthorne has two PAs and outreach centres at Leacroft Youth Centre and NACRO.
LH commented that withdrawal of EMA will make travel costs a burden on many young people.
Yvette Stanley – SCC partnership

Yvette would be supporting Elizabeth with the Small Disadvantage Fund.  New project at present is prevention of pregnancy in Stanwell.

Action: Lisa Andrews from the NHS and Oakleaf Enterprise are working together others invited to join.
Daina Davies – Stanwell Children’s centre
The centre was very busy and attracting 2o new families a week.  Courses running in parenting and half term events planned.  A Dad’s club operates every 3rd Saturday.  Literacy classes were about to start with Brooklands College and also Parenting Puzzle. The centre has seven people wanting help with ESOL and hopes to find some volunteer crèche workers.  
The new sensory room was being well used and could be booked free of charge.

Chris Duke – SCC libraries

No Spelthorne library will be closing.  Get-on-line taster sessions will be offered in Egham library and a series of event for Adult Learner’s Week 14-20 May.  CD also spoke about other services such as online reference books available and another author event coming along soon.

Courses for 14-16 year old include; Sport and Leisure, Art and Design, Public 

Service and Customer Service.  A new course in Sport will be available (including literacy and numeracy) and a Football course begins 28 February.
Lisa is often looking for work placements and might be able to help the Children’s centre.

Jackie Diment – Voluntary Action in Spelthorne VAIS
The database s now available to help look for individual needs in volunteering and encourages partners to visit if they had volunteer need.  JD advised on several courses coming up soon such as Equality and Diversity training and awareness of South Asian Culture event.  VAIS was hoping to move to the library soon.
The shop in the Elmsleigh Centre would not be available but a stall had been suggested.

Elizabeth Whiddett - SLLP
Dig It – Stanwell is up and running with its own committee and a range of courses over the last months including gardening and healthy eating. The gardening club has been using the Community House kindly given by Mandie Wilde of A2 Dominion. First Aid /IT and more growing courses planned as well as a trip to the RHS.  Dig It – Stanwell will start to use the Small disadvantage fund in April and a range of courses will be run, mostly daytime, to attract those not in work but also to support community cohesion.  
The first tiling skills session has been run for ex offenders at Brooklands and was a great success.  We will be tracking the progress of those on the course.  Funding for the course is from BAA.
