Speaker Opportunities

EW gave an update on changes to the learning environment and the latest news on partners’ agencies.  Changes are expected in all direction especially with Connexions, Business Link, Chamber of Commerce and CAB, please see market place for individual news.  A paper is enclosed giving the latest position as we know to date and also information about consultations.
New funding conditions for SLLP means that EW will be spending the majority of her time in Stanwell as it is one of the four listed priority places.

3.  Partners market Place
Kate Shore - Strode’s College

BTEC Work Skills courses offered at Level 2 with a choice of four full days or 13 weeks; free for those over 18 and on benefits.  Also at Clarendon Children’s Centre a Numeracy and Confidence Building course and a course for those wanting to take up volunteering (to include a placement opportunity).
Anna Evans – St Saviour’s Church, Community Development.

St Saviours has a shop front in the Sunbury parade and some courses are held here and other in the church, a few minutes away.  AE has produced her second brochure with events such as a Toy Library, Pregnancy Crisis sessions and projects such as food distribution.    Planned events include a coffee shop meeting and a Funday.  The dance fit course has been very popular.  
Action; MW suggested talking to Farouk at A2 about targeting their residents with skills courses.  EW mentioned that laptops are available from SLLP.

Pauline Hedges - Chamber of Commerce

PH has distributed purple crocuses in partnership with Shepperton Rotary to support eradication of Polio in India – the colour of the flower is similar to the ink into which the children must dip their fingers once vaccinated to save returners eating all the sugar lumps!  Pauline will be leaving Surrey Chamber of Commerce on 10 December and will be well missed by the CLP and was thanked for her work and support. 

Action; Pauline will be meeting with Michael Cove MP and asked for questions; LD commented that young people were finding travel to learning very expensive.

Chris Catt  – Brooklands College
Ashford Campus is open and in its temporary accommodation.  Thirteen young parents in Stanwell Children’s Centre have passed exams and attended a presentation at Brooklands – most have now taken Level 2 and it is hoped that they will be learning champions for other people.  Mandie Groves from Home Start and Chris Catt, supported by Sun Ash Children’s Centre are working together to help several parents with low levels of literacy access learning.
Pat Evans – Family Learning, ACL

Pat runs Family Programmes in schools and children’s centre and Lesley Stark runs both family and adult programmes in the community but outside of these centres.  Sharon Salmon, Impact Funding , reaches those who are less easy to engage.

Numeracy courses for adults are in progress at level 1 and 2 at  Spelthorne Infant School,  Sun Ash have Play with Language, Echelford Primary School will have a cookery taster with the Organic Cookery School.  IT lessons have started for adults at Stanwell Village Hall and a new class will being in January.
Pat commented that they had a shortage of teachers and mentioned ESOL in particular.
Action; EW has a list of adult teachers and will pass on some names – she has a qualified ESOL teacher on her books.

Danny Kington – CAB

A major meeting has been arranged for 23rd November when the Spelthorne branch will find out about the proposed merge with Runnymede CLP.  A recruitment drive is on at present for volunteers.
Late sessions are available on Tuesdays in Sunbury and pre booking now available in Staines.
Leigh Middleton – SCC Youth Service
The Youth Development Service is now fully staffed – Kate Gardener, and Gail Lewis have joined the team.  No Youth Centre will be closing although they have had major cuts.  The administration centre is now established in the Shepperton Youth Centre and request for renting out the centre should be made here.  A face book page has been set up and has proved to be popular Stanwell has a new dance project with self esteem and cookery courses planned.
The most recent project is a consultation asking 1,000 young people questions about ‘My Spelthorne’.

Lisa Davies - NACRO

Courses for 14-16 year old include; Sport and Leisure, Art and Design, Public 

Service and Customer Service.  A film/music course will take place next term.  Last year courses had a 90% success rate and of those who went onto college, 60% remained for the duration.
Lisa is looking for a new centre and would be grateful to hear from anyone who knows/has an empty building.

Action;  AE said the church has a flexible and large floor space for ad hoc use. LD to make contact.

Elizabeth Whiddett - SLLP
EW has been working with MW to constitute a new committee in Stanwell.  Together they have applied for funding for a project called Dig It – Stanwell, a  ‘Grow your Own’, gardening project with related courses.  EW will be planting bulbs at Stanwell Fields School.  An internet safety course is planned with Thomas Knyvett College in November.
SLLP is managing a Learning Champions’ project and seeks to train and set up volunteers and professionals as learning champions in the community to sign post and support people into learning.  A two hour Maths workshop will be held on 
4 November to help non-Maths teachers support learners into courses.  The lap top scheme is open for the next round in December and offers lap tops and peripheries to the community on a loan scheme.  
Mandie Wilde – A2 Dominion Housing
MW is working on a local radio project in Stanwell and also with EW on the set up of a constituted group in Stanwell...  An open meeting was arranged for Stanwell residents and over 40 people attended.  A focus group is planned to hear the views of those not in work.  Three young people will start work at A2 Dominion funded by the Future jobs Fund,
