Themes
Tomlinscote College
New build and opening of 14-19 vocational college by 2011.  At present they are offering new adult languages programme.

Deep Cut.

A new build of some 1,000 extra homes will happen by 2013.  The plan is for the community not to be so transitory but barrack based here, Changes in Learning Agency structure 

Old Dean Centre

The centre will close in February 2011 as there are plenty of other areas available to hold meetings and courses.  The amount of work required to maintain the building in relation to the use by the community did not justify keeping it open.  The Beacon Church is having a rebuild and will be able to offer space once completed, the pavilion is being done up with the help of the community and the Children’s Centre offers space for activities.  The Residents association set up is not likely to happen.  The Old Dean priority Group is looking at needs. Attracting those parents and children with most need, who do not visit the children’s centre, is a concern.  NEETs in old Dean is 12 but at least 4 others are in and out of jobs and therefore not counted.

The Young parents group has moved to Frimley Youth Centre and attendance does not seem to have been affected.

Jane will be leaving for Hampshire at the end of April.   Two projects we might take forward is Ballard Court Sheltered Housing and the flats in St Michaels.  A working group with Accent Peerless has been set up and EW to attend.
John Ambrose– Local Education Officer Team
John support most schools in the area with the exception of Tomlinscote and Collingwood. Some head teacher appointments still need to be filled but Gordon’s school now has a new head.
Julie Bridger – Action for Carers
Main problem facing carers returning to work is confidence and perhaps some skills IT and business administration.  They are working with Train to Gain and Brooklands College regarding some courses 

Pauline Hedges – Surrey Chamber of Commerce
PH and EW attended the ‘Mandolin’ meeting to see how young people could be helped into work through apprenticeship and training.  Event was planned for May.

Surrey future jobs fund is creating work for 16-24 year old who have been out of work for six months or move.  PH is part of the team and has created some marketing jobs within the chambers.

PH is also working on a new Health at work and well being challenge funded by DWP to make a better environment at work and look at ergonomics.
Update.  Surrey Heath BC do not have the expected funds for the event so on hold at present.

Elizabeth Whiddett – Surrey Lifelong Learning Partnership.
Ten member of the Nepalese community have completed a language course with Brooklands.  A coffee meeting group has been established to work on an event with funds that EW sources for member allocations.  Work in progress with other classes and involving.

EW attended the Old Dean Priority group and helping the Youth Development team who are looking for mentors.
