Many will speak good English or come from EU countries, but there are certain nationality clusters that do not fall into these categories, and will be victims of the 3 year residency rule, so will not benefit from free language classes.

· Lack of qualifications
36.3% of residents in Stoke, over 29% in Westborough, and nearly 28% of residents in Ash Wharf and Normandy have NO qualifications.

PROPOSED ACTIONS TO MEET NEIGHBOURHOOD LEARNING NEEDS
We need an infrastructure in Surrey that facilitates people to learn to read and write in their neighbourhood, otherwise we are never going to eradicate the low reading ability of many thousands of residents.  People with learning disabilities and mental health for example find it very difficult (maybe impossible) to access a class.

Westborough, Park Barn, Stoke and Bellfields:

There is a need to develop more family learning opportunities where parents and children learn together, including storytelling and rhyme-time for babies and toddlers, and dads and lad/ladette opportunities.  

There are few opportunities in such a large area for people to access ‘Build your Skills’ type courses, including ICT, literacy, numeracy and ESOL. These are urgent.

Ash and Tongham:

 

West Surrey Foundation’s Learning Centre has provided a wonderful hub of activity, and has created a ‘learning community’.  However, current funding is soon drying up, and more money is needed to continue this work.  Outreach work by PCDL holders could be key to prevent this happening
